The frontier between Italy and the Free Territory of Tries& 

shall be fixed as follows: 

The line starts from a point on the boundary between the Italian 

provinces of Gorizia and Trieste approximately 2 kilometers northeast 

of the village of San Giovanni and approximately 0.5 kilometer northwest 

of point 208, and runs southwestward to a point adjacent to Highway 

No. 14 and approximately 1 kilometer nort'nwest of the junction between , 

Highways Kos. 55 and 14, respectively running frcm Corizia and 

Monfalcone to Trieste; 

The line then extends in a southerly direction to a point, in 

the Gulf of Panzano, equidistant from Eanta Sdobba at the mouth of 

the Isonzo River and Caste110 Vscchio at Duino, about j.?.kilometers 

south from the point where it departs from the coastline approximately 

2 kilometers west of the town of Duino; 

The line then reaches the high seas by following a line placed 

equidistant frcm the coastlines of Italy and the Free Territory of 

Trieste.
