RECOMMENDATION AND CONCLUSION
in light of the above facts, the TNLA hereby directs the Ministry of Cabinet Affairs as follows:

1.

To pay in full, all allocations due to the beneficiary institutions and peace
Implementation mechanisms as requested by the Ministry of Cabinet Affairs and paid by
the Ministry of Finance.

To pay without further defay allocations due to the beneficiary institutions; NCRC, NCAC,
NHRC and JRC etc.

Adhere to the principles of Public Finance Management and Accountability Act, 2011
including ensuring no diversion/misappropriation of funds once approved and paid to
the spending agencies by the Ministry of Finance and Planning.

The Ministry of Cabinet Affairs has no authority to unilaterally divert funds meant for
the aforementioned institutions and Peace Implementation Mechanisms as this
contravenes Financial Regulations and the Public Financial Management and
Accountability Act, 2011

Decisions to allocate and pay funds to the beneficiary institutions and Peace
Implementation Mechanisms was taken in the Council of Ministers meeting, the TNLA
expects any change in the payment affecting the amount due the institutions and
Mechanisms should be by a resolution of the Council of Ministers’ meeting.

The Ministry of Finance and Planning to pay directly every spending agency through
official Account rather than through a third party Institution. This shall ensure proper
auditing and accountability by spending agencies as per_the Constitution and the

relevant laws.

indicate that the attack took place when armed individuals targeted the youth and shoot at
them while others were hacked by machetes and murdered in cold blood.

The Government of Central Equatoria State expresses its deepest sorrow and condemnation
over the horrific massacre, this heinous act which occurred is a grave violation of rights

and a threat to peace and stability of the people of Central Equatoria and South Sudan as a
whole and will not go unabated.

The state government, in collaboration with national authorities and security forces, will
work together in conducting investigations to identify those responsible for this barbaric
act and hence assure the public that swift and decisive action will be taken to ensure justice
and peace will prevail accordingly.

In their contfinuing offensive against the MNational Salvation United Forces [MASU),
which started Septemiber 5, 2024, the S5PDF and the allied Militia of Dr. Marfin Elias
Lomuro on Cctober 7 pulled out from Mile 58 Juba Lainya road to attack our
bases in wonduruba and Lainya counties for the 41 fime in row. On the same day
they proceeded to open a base af Logoko, in logwerle boma close fo our
locafions.

At around 4 pm while the Govemnor of Central Equatoria State was addressing the
people in Wonduruba centre, the hungry 33PDF and their milifia rolled cut and
aftack us at our base. Cur gallant forces fought back in defense and forced them
to refreat to their base in Logoko leaving behind one dead and several others
injurad. Wednesday October 8, 2024 early morming they again attack us. This fime
our forces fought hitting hard, killing 7 at the spot, over ran their newly established
base, and bum down 1 land cruiser vehicle which was rushing reinforcement to
the besiege forces. Finally the force was defeated and the remnants flee fo
Wonduruba town in panic. Five of them died in hospital meaning a fotal 13 fraifors
have been eliminated while none was killed or injured on our side,

Al around 10 pm, 3 mofor bikes, o fighter tank, and fruck amved wondurubao
centre from Lainya town fo collect those who are injured. They decided fo launch
arevenge attacks on innocent civilian who had gathered to mourn a dead family
memier. The mourners were rounded up and the youth were picked, some were
collected from their rocoms while sleeping tied up and were either shot or hacked
by machetes. 10 innocent youth were killed in cold blood, with reasons that they
are either related to General Kenyi Loburong or a member of his clan. If John
Kenyi iz a rebel, then his family members are all rebels as well

This i= what the Mathiong Anyeor fighters are encouraged fo do by the clan
government in J1 after defeat. Kenyi Warricr is implementing this strategy in
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Wondurvba and Lainya counties becauss eardier he called our command and
told us that he has been instructed by CODF, Cr Martin, Ambrose, and Gen Toy fo
clear us from these areas in & months, Why can't they face us insfead of killing the
innocent people who they claim to protect.

MASU leadership, urges the people of South Sudan to condemn this heinous crime
perpetuated by the falled government in Juba, We call upon the Human right
organizations, The Troika, peace monitors fo investigate these atrocities done to
the innocent people of wondurulba and to call for the release of those who ars
innocenily being detained for simply being people from the area. The MASU
forces remains committed to seeking for a durable peace for the well-being of all
South Sudanese people.
