3. Continuation of the discussion Oil the
application of Israel for membership
in the United Nations

Sir Terenee SHON£ (United Kingdom): My
Government has noted with satisfaction the im­
provement in the sittul.tion in Palestine and it
sympathizes generally with Israel's desire to
obtain admission to the Vnited Nations. It has,
however, been distL1rbed at statements which have
been made by responsible Israeli representatives,
which Sl\ggest tl1<1t the Israeli Government does
not intend tD pay attention to certain United
Nations resolutions. I refer in particlttar to the
ql1estion of )en1salem.

The General Assembly has twice made a defi­
nite recommendation in favour of the inter­
nation<l!ization of the whole area of Jerusalem, as
described in the General Assembly's resolutions
of 29 November 1947 [181 (ll)] ana 11 December
1948 [194(IlI)J. It is one of the specific tasks of
the Conciliation Commission to recommend how
this internationalization sho111d be carried ont.
Yet wc have seen statements by responsible
Israeli representatives, including the Prime
Minister himself, to the effect that part at least
of Jeruslem must be incorporated in the Israeli
State and that internationalization, if it is to be
applied at all, can only affect that area held by
the Arabs.

In the light of these statc:ments, my Govern~

ment WOltlc1 require clarification of tbe Israeli
Government's attitude befort deciding how to
cast its vote.

Another question to which I wish to refer is
that of the Arab refugees. The United Nations
has recommended [194 ([[[) 1 that these refugees
should be allDwed to return to their homes in
Israel or else to receive compensation. This
matter of the refugees is one of the most dis­
tressing <lnd nnportant questions resulting from
events in Palestine, and we believe that Israel's
attitudt towards it ought to be clarified. In spite
of the relief w::Jrk being carried out by tbe United
N<ltions-to which the Government of the United
Kingdom has so far been by far the largest con­
tributor-these refugees are still dying in hun­
dreds and me likely to continue to do so until
some f:.rrther decisive action can be taken to help
them.

Israel's responsibility with regard to the refu­
6~es was recognized by the General Assembly, and
:--re hope that Israel will recognize the obligation
Imp~sed by the Assembly resolution. In the
opmlOn of my, Government, it is insufficiently
clear where the Israeli Government strlnes on this
matter, We, for our part, cannot take a defl11ite
attitl1de on the question of Isr<lel's admission to
the United Nations until the position of the
Israeli Government 011 this point has been
clarified.

I have dmwn attention to two matters on whic11
my Government, for its part, feels that further
clarification is called for; without that clarifica­
tion it would, in 0111' view, have been preferable to

side would find something useful in it. At the
end of the article it is stated that: "It is o'wions
tbat mOst of the cHsp1acec1 Arabs cannot return,
becattse their homes anu ill some ,;;:ses even
their villages, no longer exist".

This matter has already been exp:ained in some
of the reports of tile United Nations observers­
110t Egypt's observers, bllt United Nations ob­
servers-wh:ch show that demolition of the nameS
of the disp1E.cec1 Arabs has bcen carried out sys­
tematically, with in1ention ;md premeditation, so
that tllOse .1Isabs, once having left their homes,
cannot retl1r:l. As 1 statcd to the Security Council
in Paris [367th meS'ting], they had to leave Be­
cause they were not even allowed to harvest their
crops. They were firt'(] at and killed, they were not
allowed to obtain sll[Jplies, it was made impossible
for them to remain in their homes and they had
to leave. Once they left their bOtT_es, the homes
were demolished so' that the people had no homes
to which to return.

I spoke or a telegram which was sent from Tei
Aviv on 19 February 1949. I have another tele­
gram which was p1lblished in New York news­
papers and which deals with a certain type of
Siegfrien Lne that the Jews are trying to build
around them. That is not the exact point with
which I am dealing now, but it speaks of some~

thing else. We see one of the spokesmen of the
Jews sayin~, according to this telegram, that;
"conquest by force o[ arms must be followed
immediately by conquest by way of settleoent".

Yes., cha~e away the Arabs, demolish their old
homes, build new ones, take their lands and settle
there, and make the conquest complete. Make it
an all-round fait accomPli. This is legal ~\lrrency

in the eyes of some people-the fait accompli. It
is legal tender, accepted, unfortunately so often,
in recent months.

It is no \1se deceiving myself. J see that after
forcing a ]c...':ish State, or trying to force it,
down the throat of the Arabs, a similar attempt
.is being made to mete out the same treatment to
the very Crganizaion which we are representing
here. We ,,11 know that while we are deb.ating nere
on the present .application, there a:-e people meet­
ing at Rhodes and elsewhere in an attempt to make
at least a preliminary effort towards conciliation.
Does the Security CO\lllcil sincerely believe that
such a hurried, a llUstlcd, a "railroaded", a "steam­
rollered" admission of the Jewish State to mem­
bership in the United Nations would be an element
of appeasement, a step towards peace? J stlbmit
that to base ourselves on such an assumption
would be the most tremendous m:stake we could
commit.

How can you pacify anybody if you do not
under-slanc .him? How can you pacify him if
you make hIm feel that considerations of justice
-according to oh t:stilllate, \vhether he )>$ rni>$­
taken or not-and even considerations of decency
are disregarded? And they are completely dis:
regarded. How can we pacify his mind if we
do not pacify his heart?

I c;],nnot see the wisdom, I cannot see the
justire of it, and r see no harmony at all between
the idea of approving or recommending the appli­
cation now before the Security COllntil and any
attempl at pacifying, appeasing or helping to
create a l1lore serene and more C011eiliatorv atmos­
phere in that tortured Middle East wllieh we
pretend to pacify. This "pacification work" is
being done in the name of the United Nations,

Do the members of the Security Council sin­
cerely bcliev'c that the p<::ople of tile Middle East
will have great confidence in and reverence for
the United N<Ltions, if, when the Jews forcibly
drive away three-quarters of the people of Pales­
tine from tlIeir homes, and when so many other
considerations tend ngainst accepting their appli­
cation for membership in the United Nations, we
not only do not treat that application in the way
in which other applications are treated but give
it a vastly preferential treatment over all the other
applications?

I think I have sairl all that I considered it my
duty to say to the Security Council today, not
only as a representative of Egypt, but also as a
humble member of the hnman family, a member
of that humanity whose hopes in 11S would be
betrayed if we acted against the principles of
justice, against the principle of self-determination
for the people, and against the precepts of human
rights, which the United Nations, only a short
while ago, approved. .

If in spite of anything and everything to the
contrary, the Seellrity Council decides by a
majority vote to recommend to the General
Assembly the acceptance of the application now
lJefore it, my delegation and my country entirely
wash their hands of such an act.

General McNAUGHTON (Canada): The: views
of the Canadian dder-ation on Israel's application
for memberslJip were expressed in the Secllrity
Council ill Paris in De~ember of 1948 [383rd
,neeting]. At that time, Canada felt that a decision
on Israel's application for membership should be
deferred, not illdefinitely, but long enough to en­
able the Security Council to give the matter more
careful consideration. Members of the Council
who believed, as Canada did, that the question
should not be pressed to a vote at that time, were
obliged to abstain, with the result that the applica­
tion fnllcd to receive a favottrable recommendation
from the Council.

N ()w the POSitIon has been somewhat clarified
in consequence of the armistice agreement which
we welcomed so warmly in the Sectlrity Council
yesterday, Taking this fayourable development of
the situation into account, and in the hope that the
armistice wlll lead to a peaceful settlement by
agreement, the vie\\' of my Government is that
Canada would now be justifIed in supporting
Israel's reneweu application fcr membership in
the United Nations.

Certain extraneous forces, however, have :ried
. harc'. to prevent a pellceft:l settlement of the Pales­
tine questio::J. a:1d the immediate creation, in
accordar:ce with the General Assembly resolution
of 29 Kovember 1947 '181(IJ)], of two jnde~
pendent States in Palestine-a Jewish and an
Ara') Statf>.

This resoluticn would have been ca:ried out
in good time and the Palestine question would
have been solved already, had it not been for the
interference of those outside forces working for
the colonial, oil and military 8trategic interests
of the United Kingdom and t~.e rnited States,
through the notoricus Aramco Corporation and
the Bri:ish puppet, King Abdttllah, and had it
not been for the aggressive action 0: those forces
in preventing tr.e imple:nentation of the General
Assembly decision on the creation of two inde­
pendent States in Palestine. Ko settlemen~ has
been achieved 30 far because these extraneOL;S
forces have interfered in the no~mal anc peaceful
development of the Palestine question.

Yesterday [413th mectillg], many members of
the Council rejoked and exulted at tl1e cor.clnsbn
of an agreement between Egypt and the State of
Israel. The attitude and statements of the Egyp­
tian representative show, however, tllaL exccssive
ap:imism may be somewhat premature in this
field. The Secmity Council must not relax its
attention in the matter and should take measures
to carry through to the end the initiative already
taken tor its peaceflll settlement and for the
development and strengthening uf peace, f:eedom,
rlf'mocracy and the peaceful co-existence and
collaboration of the Jewish and Arab peoples in
Palestine.

The Security Council should, therefore, take
steps to prevent the forces of aggression from
pursuing their evil desig:1S in Palf>stim, from
inciting th~ Jew:Srl and Arab peoples aga:nst one
another, and from fishing in tbe troubled waters
of hatred and armed strife between the two
peoples. Tlwse forces pursue thc se1tl.sh interests
of a g~oup of large Ang1o-Arneric:an moropolies,
whose interest lies in tlle exploitation of tbe oil
wealth of the Near and Middle East; they p1lrsue,
too, the interests of the military grollps of ."lame
great Powers which are noW forgil:g aggressive
bloc:s, eyeing those two regions as a military
strate.g-ic base for launching new aggressi"l"c wars,
and undermining peace and international sec:udy,
a:ld consequently the Un:ted Nations itself. In
these drCt1mstances, the Security Council cannot
be complacent simply because the States of Israel
a:1d Egypt have agreed upon an armistice.

The statements made today by scorne memcers
of the Security Council must also be noted, in
partinIar that of the United Kingdom re:r:reser.ta­
tive. We all remember ttat during the meetings
of the Council in Paris he tried to find a series
of far-fetched and artificial prf>texrs to prevent
the State of Is:ael from beconing a member of
the United Natiol1s.

The first argument concerned the territorial
problem: the United Kingdom ~epresentative

alleged that the State of Israel had no territory,
though wc all know that its tenitory has been
defined by the General Assembly resolution and
that a special map has been attached to that reso­
Ilttion. TllOse who are intere3ted in seeing the
territwry of hrad may refcr to the General
Assembly resolution of 29 November 1947 and
the annexed map wbich clearly marks t~at terri­
tory,

It was no ralllt of the JewisJ-: peof-'le that
extraneous forces and th imperialistic interests
of international oil companies made it impossible
t.J u<.:cupy th~ tenitDry Md establish ordcr there
h time. Leave the Jewisb people to themse:ves
and tbey will be masters of the territory assigned
to them. But that is evidently not to the liking
cf some international monopolies amI aggressive
ardes, and they are trying to prevent its realiza­
tion.

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The second argument advanced by the United
Kingdom delegation in Paris concerned the Con·
ciliation Commission. It was argued at the time
that the admission of the State of Israel to
membership in lhe United Nations would hinder
the work of the Commission, an argllment which
does not bold \vater.

The third argument was that the State of Israel
had no elected government. Now, however, this
pretex.t too is no longer valid, since we all know
that an election has been held <md a government
formed in the State of Israel.

In view of the worthlessness of the old pre­
texts, new ones are now being; put forward.
Dotlbt 11a5 been cast upon the ability of the State
of Israel to fulfil its international obligations to
the United Nations. The Security COl\ncil is well
awa,e, however, that the provisional Government
of the State of Israel is loyally complying with
its obligations to the United Nations and particu­
larly the decisions adopted by the Security Council
on the Palestine question.

One of the problem5 has been mentioned here,
namely, the question of Jerusalem. This, however,
is a matter for the Conciliation Commission set
up by General Assembly resolution [.l94(IIIJ].
The Commission is examining the question and
will submit its recommendation thereoll. There
is no ground for linking the question of the status
of Jerusalem with that of tl1e admission of Israel
to membership in the United Nations.

Statements have also been made on the Arab
refugee question, but why sbould the State of
Israel be blamed for the ex;ste.nce of that prob~

lem? Wben seeking to detennine the responsi~

bility for the existence of the problem of Arab
refugees, we cannot fail to mention the outside
forces I have alre<ldy referred to. They pursue
their own selfish interests for the monopoly
exploitation of the oil wealth l]f tbe Near and
Middle East and the creation of military strategic
bases, which have nothing in common either with
the eallse of peace and international security or
the interests of the Arab and Jewish peoples and
only correspond to the aggressive designs of the
leading circles of some States.

What conditions would be more condllCive to a
quick solution of the problem of Arab refugees:
instability in Palestine, uncertain relations, en­
mity and military operations between Israel and
the Arab States on the one hand, or peLlce on the
other? Any honest person approaching the prob­
lem objectively would realize without any doubt
that the problem of Arab refl1gees could be solved
more. easily if a peaceful settlement l]f the Pales­
tine question was achieved tban if military opera­
tions and instability were to continue.

The Security Council should strive, therefore,
to achieve a peacefd settlement of the Palestine
question as soon as possible, thereby ensuring a
so1ution of the problem of Arab refugees. Other~

wise, this problem can only grow more acute.
Consequently, there is no reason for linking the
question of Arab refugees with that of Israel's

It is o)vious from the statenents he has made
that both he and his Goyernmel~t are still pursuing
a policy of favouritis:n towarrl_~ some of the
applicants and of disdmination aga:nst others.
The Uni:ed Killgdom representative has carefully
listed the States favoured by himself and his
Government. He mentioned Portugal, Ireland,
Ceylon and Transjordan, but failed to mer.tion
Bulgaria, Romania, Hung-arYl the Mongolian
People's Republic and Albania. What is more,
"te passeJ uvel' in silence the fact that it was the
United Kingdom delegation itself. with the sup­
Fort of :he United States of Americ;;:, which had
blocked the applications of bese States in the
Security Council and had thus in fact applied the
'''veto'', ?reventing so far the admission of States
which have a full and legal right to ':le members
of the Unlted Nations, much more right, for
instance) that the brand-new "State" of Ceylon,
which i:J. effect remains a British colony. The
United Kingdom rep:-esentative was silen~ on
those facts, for mention of them would not have
been to his advantage_

Nor did he mention the fact that the General
Assembly in Paris had adopted the Swedish reso~

lution [197(III)] recommending that the Security
Counci:, acting in accordance with :hc principle
of universality, should reconsider all :we1ve appli­
cations and make the appropriate decision on the
admission of those States to membership in the
United Nations. It would seem, however, that
the Udted Kingdom representative has no inten­
tion 0-: being guided by the General Assembly
recommendation to reconsider the application of
all twelve States and to take a pos:tive decision
on their admission to memJership. He is still
maintaining l1is former attitude of favouritism
towards one group of States and discrimination
agains: another. It is of course impossible to
agree with such an attitude, sillce it is in direct
C!ontradiction with both the principles of the
Charter and the recommendation of the General
Assembly.

There can be no doubt that the sooner the
United Kingdom delegation and those who sup­
port it withd.aw frem that positiQ:l, the sooner
will it be possible to reach a favourable solution
of the question of the admission of all ~elve

States which have applied for membership of the
Unite': Nations.

they are short of arguments to refute the facts
cited by the USSR delegation, and of thinking
that that proves everything they want and ex~

hausts the subject. By so doing, they only lay
themselves open to ridicule, since uttering the
word "propaganda" can prove ahsolutely nothing.
Sir Terence Shone is now using that method.
Such "arguments" do not deserve any attention.

The PRESIDENT (translated from Spmtish) :
May I refer the Council to the United States draft
resolution [S/1276], which will now be put to the
vote?

A vote was taken by show of hands, as follows:

In favour: Argentina, Canada, China. Cuba,
France, Norway, Ukrainian Soviet Socialist Re­
public, Union of Soviet Socialist Republics,
United States of America.

Against: Egypt.

Abstaining: United Kingdom.

The resohtlion was adoPted by 9 votes to 1,
with 1 abstention.

In accordance with the principle established by
the Security Council on resolutions subject to
the unanimity rule, ahstention by a permanent
member of the Council does not render the
Council's decision invalid. I therefore declare the
United States draft resolution to be adopted.

Mr. AReI': (Argentina) (translated from
Spanish) : I do not wish to comment on the Presi~

dent's statement that the Council, having adopted
the draft resolution by more than the seven votes
required by the Charter, has decided to recom­
mend Israel's admission to membership in the
United Nations. I wish, however, to go on record
as stating that, contrary to the view held by some
if not by practically all the permanent members of
the Council, this resolution has not been supported
by the £ve permanent members of the Council as
required in .Artic1e 27, paragraph 3, of the
Charter. Whlle the President has referred to an
established principle, I do not believe that the
Sect~rity Council can establish principles to
modify the Charter whenever it thinks fit.

. ~ahmoud FAwzI Bey (Egypt): For reasons
similar to those expounded by the representative
of Argentina, I wish to express my doubt as to
cert~in interpretations of the way in which
Article 27, paragraph 3, of the United Nations
Charter should be applied.

Mr. MAUK (Union of Soviet Socialist Repub~
l~cs) (translated from RltSsian): I would merely
like to draw the Council's attention to the fact
